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Physical Environment

Prime Time is committed to providing children with a stimulating and safe environment. We will do all we can to make our premises welcoming and friendly to children, their parents/carers and any other visitors. 

Indoors 

Prime Times premises are safe, secure and adequately spacious for its purposes. The environment and atmosphere of Prime Time is welcoming to children and offers access to the necessary facilities for a broad and varied programme of activities. 

Prime Time meets the following space requirements: 

 - Children under two years                                         3.5m2 per child

-  Two year olds                                                          2.5m2 per child

-  Children aged three plus                                         2.3m2 per child 

In line with the above space requirements Prime Time is able to take up to 24 children per session indoors.
Prime Time caters for children aged four to twelve years of age (of school age) 
Prime Time Kids Club will ensure that space is made by clearance or partitions for children, who wish to relax, play quietly or sleep. Sleeping children will be checked regularly. 

Prime Time is committed to taking every possible step to ensure that all children have equal access to facilities, activities and play opportunities, including children with special educational needs and/or disabilities. 

Prime Times premises comply with all the requirements of the Equality Act 2010 and all other relevant regulations and guidance. 

The Manager is responsible for ensuring that Prime Time’s premises are clean, well lit, adequately ventilated and maintained at an appropriate temperature. The 

temperature should never fall below 16.c and 18.c if babies are present. Temperatures should be recorded before each session on the wipe able wall sign.
Daily risk assessments are carried out, in accordance with the Risk Assessment policy, to ensure that the facilities are maintained in a suitable state of repair and redecoration. 

During the opening hours, the premises are used by and solely available to Prime Time, its staff and the children, as far as this is possible. 

Prime Time will do all it can to maintain an open room layout, allowing children to choose from a variety of play opportunities. All children will have adequate space to play and interact freely. 

Prime Time staff will seek to talk to parents confidentially and therefore will find a quiet space to discuss issues raised by parents or staff. Where this is not achievable an appointment will be made to meet with the parents/ carers at a time when children are not present. 

There is adequate space for storing all Prime Time’s equipment safely and securely. 

All hazardous substances are stored in a secure locked cupboard and we will seek advice from the regulations of Control of Substances Hazardous to Health (CoSHH)

Under normal circumstances, staff will ensure that there is one toilet and one wash basin with hot water and cold water available for every 10 children. There are nappy changing facilities for those who should need it. In Prime Time we have 2 toilets and 2 wash basins with hot and cold water for free use by the children. We also have the use of an accessible toilet and wash basin. Therefore we have adequate toilet facilities available. 
The hot water in the children’s wash basins must be checked regularly to prevent accidental scalding. 

No child will be left unsupervised in the kitchen area where dangerous equipment is present or functions happening.

Members of staff will have access to a telephone on Prime Time’s premises at all times. 

Outdoor play

Any outdoor play will take place in safe, secure and well- supervised spaces. Before any outdoor activities commence, a through safety check and risk assessment will take place.  When children are engaged in ‘free flow’ play staff will ensure all children are supervised and that staff move between areas allowing interactions with a range of children in a range of environments. Risk assessments will include ‘free flow play’ and staff involvement. 

Outdoor play areas will be maintained and free from holes, bumps or uneven surfaces. Ponds, drains, pools or any unnatural water are made safe or inaccessible 

to children. If children are involved in water sports, staff will ensure that a qualified lifeguard supervises them. 

Children and parents are encouraged to bring rain coats at all times and suitable footwear. Children go outside in all weathers and failure to have appropriate clothing may result in children missing out on these experiences. 
In the event of snow or ice on external walkways, staff will ensure that this is regularly cleared and kept safe. 

Staff will make sure that there is a regular supply of water available to children at all times, especially in hot conditions. In such circumstances, staff will also ensure that children are adequately protected from the sun, according to the provisions set out in the Health, Illness and Emergency Policy and the Heat Wave Policy. 

The premises are secured from intrusion when not in use. Staff undertake ‘end of the day’ checks to ensure all doors and windows are securely locked
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
